1. Who Must Register? 
 All players must register, regardless of whether or not they have previously played in the Cal Ripken League. 

2. What are the Age Requirements?
-Players must be 10 years old before May 1st of this year. If they turn 10 on May 1st they are ineligible.
-Players cannot be 13 years old on April 30th.
-There can be no exceptions to the above.
3. What is the Entrance Fee and how is it paid?
-The fee is $210.00 per player.

- If registering more than one player, you may use a single check.

- Please indicate on the check the name(s) and age(s) of the player(s) being registered.
4. In addition to the check, what else must be mailed to the league?
-At the same time you mail your check, you must also forward a copy of the player’s birth certificate, which the league will keep for its records. It will not be returned. 
-Babe Ruth League Inc. no longer accepts passports.
(Please note: Players will not be considered registered until their checks and birth certificates have been received.)
5.  If I have either problems or questions pertaining to registration- where can I get help?
You should call 203-977-1715 and leave a message.  This is an unmanned phone. However, someone will check it at least once a week, during the registration period, and return your call.

6. Do parents have to buy uniforms?
The league will provide the players with complete uniforms- Shirts, pants, hats and socks- which must be warn to every game.  Uniforms will be issued to the players before the first game.
7. I am going to buy my child a new bat.  Are there any things of which I should be aware, prior to purchasing the bat?

The following is from Babe Ruth Baseball pertaining to the Cal Ripken Division.
“The bat may not exceed 33”in length, and the bat barrel may not exceed 2 ¼” in diameter.  Only 2 ¼” barrel non-wood bats marked BPF 1.15 will be allowed.  Wood 2 ¼” barrel bats are allowed.”

In addition to the above, please note Greenwich Cal Ripken has banned double walled bats from league play.

This is the first year we can recall the BPF markings on bats being mentioned by Babe Ruth.  However, in checking bats manufactured prior to this year we have noticed the BPF ratings are noted on most.  Thus, if your child has an older bat, there is an excellent chance it need not be replaced. 
BPF1.15 places an upper limit on a bat's springiness ("trampoline effect") as compared to that of a rigid wall, which equals BPF 1.00. Wood bats are virtually inelastic, with values of slightly more than 1.00. 
8. When does the season start and end?

As a general rule teams will start practicing the first week of April.  
Games will start either the last weekend in April or the first week of May.  The regular season will end by mid-June.  After that there will be a double elimination tournament, which runs around two weeks.

The above is subject to the weather.
9. When and where are practices and games?
Teams are allowed two practices a week.  There will be one on a weekend and one any day between Monday and Friday.  The times and places are subject to field availability and coaches’ work schedules.  Monday through Friday practices can start at 5:30 PM and weekends anytime after noon.  Coaches will do their best to get fields as close as possible to the areas in which you are registered.

Prior to the start of games these may be your only team meetings.  Once the season starts, you will have two games a week. Teams may also continue to have the two weekly practices.  Games are played at various fields throughout the town.
10. When are games played? 

Teams generally play two games a week.

The Rookie League (10 Year Olds) – Teams normally play one game on either a Monday or a Tuesday.  They will normally play a second game either on a Friday or Saturday afternoon.

The Minors (11 and 12 Year Olds) – Teams normally play one game on either a Wednesday or Thursday.  They will normally play a second game on Sunday.

The Majors (11 and 12 Year Olds) – Teams normally play one game on either a Tuesday or Wednesday.  They will normally play a second game on Saturday.

Games times – Monday through Friday are 5:45 PM. Saturday and Sunday games can start any time after 12 noon.

Schedules will be issued before the first game.

11. Can 10 Year Olds play in the same divisions as 11 and 12 Year Olds?

Ten year olds only play with 10 year olds. They may not play up.

12. Is the league Parent Pitch or Player Pitch?
All divisions are Player Pitch.
13. Are there tryouts for 10 Year Olds?

Rookie league players (10 year olds) do not have tryouts. Players will automatically be assigned to teams comprised of players living as close as possible to the public elementary school districts in which they live.
14. Is it mandatory for all 11 and 12 year old players to attend a tryout?
Only those players desiring an opportunity to be drafted into the Majors must attend a tryout.

15. When are tryouts for the 11 and 12 year old players wishing to be drafted into the majors?
Please see the section on tryouts.

16. If a player attends a tryout and is not drafted, will he still be able to play in the league?
Yes.  Players who are not drafted will be assigned to teams, in the Minors, comprised of players living as close as possible to the public elementary school districts in which they live.  If they played in the Minors last year, and were not to be drafted this year they should return to their former teams.
17. When will I be notified as to the team I am on?
 Rookies will probably not hear anything until the second half of March.
We hope to let the 11 and 12 year olds know their teams within a few weeks after tryouts.  Players who are drafted into the Majors may find out their teams before those boys who are in the Minors.  

The reason for the delays to the Rookies and the Minors is we need to find coaches for these divisions before teams can be finalized.  The longer it takes to find coaches, the longer the delay.  Volunteers are needed.

18. How can I volunteer to coach?
When you fill out the On-Line Registration, there will be a section where you can indicate your interest.  If you wish you may also list your baseball/coaching experience in the space provided.
Note: Coaches are required by Babe Ruth to take an on-line coaching course. This is a one time requirement.  Once completed, coaches will receive a certificate. This certificate is also valid for both Junior and Senior Babe Ruth.
